It is claimed that the dirt that sticks to the outside does not block airflow
significantly for up to 50,000 street miles. The oil barrier in effect acts as a supplemental
filter medium without clogging the filter. The high performance filter uses a cotton wire
mesh barrier to reduce air turbulence while allowing high volume airflow. The big thing
is that these filters can be cleaned and reused, making them essentially permanent.

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Tip: Boxed Filter System
